These changes will go in effect for the 2010-2011.  The two class years that will be most affected are the 2011 and 2012 graduating classes. At this time it is our understanding that College Composition I & II, and Parenting (a dual credit course) will continue to be offered here after July 11, 2011.

We felt that you needed to be informed of the recent changes in the state regulations concerning dual credit courses.  We understand that this will have an impact on courses your child will be able to take their junior and senior years at WHS.  If a student who qualifies for entrance into these courses from either class 2011 or 2012 wish to take any of the courses they will need to be taken during the 2010 or 2011 school year.   

These changes are detailed in Iowa Code 281-21.3 and IAC 281-21.3(2).
