SPECIAL JOINT MEETING OF THE WOODBINE COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD

AND THE WOODBINE CITY COUNCIL

The Woodbine Community School Board met in a special session with the Woodbine City Council on January19, 2009 at 6:30 P.M at Rose Court.

The meeting was called to order by President Amy Sherer at 6:30 P.M.  Roll was taken by Secretary Connie Waite with Amy Sherer, Todd Heistand, and Joanna Shaw present and establishing a quorum of the Board.  Amber Nelson and Mike Staben were absent.  Also present was Superintendent Tom Vint.    It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Heistand to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 3-0.   Mike Staben entered the meeting at 6:38 P.M.

The Woodbine City Council opened their meeting in due form.  Members answering roll call were Mayor, Bill Hutcheson, Jim Andersen, Bob Stephany, Noel Sherer, Deb Jochims, Nancy Yarbourgh.  Lois Surber, Deputy Clerk, and Paul Marshall were also present.   Guests were Pat Skarin and John Beaudoin. 

Mayor Hutchison opened the meeting by thanking the School Board for coming to the joint meeting.  Introductions were made by both entities.   The floor was then opened for discussion.  Topics included possible shared projects, the ball fields, the “Safe Walk to School” project, and school crosswalks.   Topics discussed concerned possible safety measures for students.  

Supt. Vint commented on the sharing of lawn care equipment that could be purchased and shared by the District and the City.  This would promote efficiency and save expenses for the school district.  Both the Board and City Council agreed to place this on their February agendas.

Visitor, Pat Skarin announced that the Team Mates program is in need of more mentors.

All agreed that the school and city must work together for continued community improvement.  A discussion on how to best promote the school and city took place.  All agreed to meet again in the future.
