SPECIAL JOINT MEETING OF THE WOODBINE COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD

AND THE WEST HARRISON COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD
The Woodbine Community School Board met in a special work session with the West Harrison Community School Board on January 24, 2008 at 6:30 P.M in the West Harrison School, in the Music Room.

President Ryan Sullivan declared the Woodbine Board was already in session with Ryan Sullivan, Mike Staben, and Amy Sherer present.  Lynnette Lee and Joanna Shaw were absent.  Secretary Connie Waite and Superintendent Terry Hazard were also present.  West Harrison School Board members present were, Walter Utman, Jason Sherer, Tammy Neill, Jeri Lynne Sheppard, along with Superintendent Richard Gerking and Secretary Jane Roden.  Faculty and community representatives were also present.  A complete list may be viewed at the Board Secretary’s office.
West Harrison Community School Board opened their meeting in due form.

Superintendents Richard Gerking and Terry Hazard opened the meeting by referencing SF447 and areas the Districts could benefit from sharing.  They stated that the Districts need to look at sharing curriculums and teachers in all areas not just the Superintendent position.  They also reminded everyone that the rules and regulations would not be given out from the State until possibly the last of February or the first of March.  At that time the Districts will have guidelines to follow for sharing.  
Walter Utman opened the floor for discussion between the two Boards.  Both boards are favorable to sharing position between the two Districts.  This included administrative positions as well teaching positions.  Several sharing avenues were discussed.  Both Boards directed their Superintendents to continue exploring what positions could be shared to benefit both Districts academically as well as financially.
There being no further business President Sullivan adjourned the meeting at 8:08 P.M.
