COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD MEETING

Woodbine, Iowa

July 16, 2007 – 7:00 P.M.
The regular meeting of the Woodbine Community School Board met July 16th, 2007 at 7:00 P.M. in the Board Room. The meeting was called to order by President Ryan Sullivan.  Board Secretary Waite took roll with Joanna Shaw, Ryan Sullivan, Lynnette Lee, Mike Staben, and Pam Kerger answering and establishing a quorum of the Board.  Others present were Supt. Terry Hazard, Principals Rick Shanks and Kathy Waite, PTO representative, faculty members, and parents.
It was moved by Kerger and seconded by Lee to approve added item 10 (h), to enter into executive session according to Iowa Code 21.5(a) to the agenda.  Motion carried 5-0.

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Lee to approve the amended agenda.  Motion carried 5-0.

CONSENT AGENDA:

It was moved by Kerger and seconded by Shaw to approve the consent agenda as stated:

a. Past board minutes, all financial reports, and payment of bills audited by Staben; General Fund - $73,311.01, Activity – $1,357.77, Hot Lunch - $410.00.

b. Board Agenda.

c. Student insurance program per recommendation from Stephany and Coe.

d. Maintenance agreement from Bro Business Center on copy machines.

e. Approval of Latchkey rates for the 07-08 school year at $2.00/hr. for 1, $3.00/hr. for 2, $3.70/hr. for 3 registered students, and drop-ins would be $2.50/hr. for 1, $3.50/hr. for 2, and $4.20 /hr. for 3 students.

f. Approval of 2007-08 General Education Pre-School fees for 3 year-olds of $5.00/week or $180/yr. and 4 year-olds of $15/week or $540/yr. This is the same as last year.
g. Approval of the Title I program for the 2007-08 school year with an allocation of $54,794.

h. Approval of a contract to Maria Jose Miranda as a secondary teacher for the 07-08 school year for $38,379.

i. Approval of Maureen Allen for the Team Mates Director for the 07-08 school year for $3,521.

j. Approval of Cindy Dickinson as Summer Assistant Athletic Director for $1,260 in 2008 and Assistant Athletic Director for $1,575 for the 07-08 school year.

k. Approval of Rod Smith as Athletic Director for the 2007-08 school year at $3,150.00.

l. Approval of a resignation from Katie McLaughlin as a secondary instructor of the 2007-08 school year.

Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS:

Dr. Hazard reported on the monthly correspondence including letters from IASB on School Board candidate information for September’s election, a letter from Sioux City School District concerning the Iowa school funding by the State, a request to hold a Child Passenger Safety Program Inspection on September 8th in the school’s parking lot.  The Board agreed to the request.  Other correspondence included a Better Boardmanship information letter from IASB, and an email from Dick Christie informing us for the Iowa West Grant being awarded to the Career Vision Academy in the amount of $461,000.  This will be divided among the Districts participating in the various Academies throughout AEA 13.
Principal Kathy Waite reported on the meal program being used by the Tiger Tots/Latchkey Programs over the summer is working very well.  Ms. Waite also reported on the updated Elementary Handbook and preparations for the upcoming registration.
Principal Rick Shanks reported handbook updates for the 2007-08 school year.
Dr. Hazard reported on finances, the service contract that was approved with Bro Business, and that the Board will need to review the Early Retirement Policy in the near future and additional handbooks will need to be a approved at a Special Board Meeting prior to registration.  Dr. Hazard also summarized the work session held on July 9th.
DISCUSSION
Dr. Hazard informed the Board that new Athletic Director, Rod Smith, is looking at having a combined athletic awards meeting and include all activities together.  He will keep the Board informed as plans are finalized.

ACTION ITEMS:

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve the 2007-08 handbooks: Jr. & Sr. High, Coaches, Elementary, Transportation, and Exposure to Bloodborne Pathogens.  After a brief discussion about coaches riding on the team bus the motion carried 5-0.
It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Lee to approve Ryan Sullivan or Board President and Connie Waite as designated signatures for all general fund accounts.  Motion carried 5-0.
It was moved by Kerger and seconded by Staben to approve Connie Waite and Marlee Jensen as designated signatures for the hot lunch and activity accounts.  Motion carried 5-0.
It was moved by Staben and seconded by Shaw to approve Farmers Trust and Savings Bank as depository for the 2007-08 school year for up to $2,000,000.  Motion carried 5-0.
It was moved by Lee and seconded by Shaw to approve the lease agreement for Head Start for the 2007-08 school year for $6,300.  Motion carried 5-0.
It was moved by Staben and seconded by Kerger to approve the 2007-08 prices for milk and hot lunch as follows:  additional milk at $.35, adult meals at $2.00, and student meals at $1.50.  The milk is the only change from last year.  Motion carried 5-0.
It was moved by Lee and seconded by Shaw to approve the Resolution Adopting Revenue statement for the Monona County Sales Tax election on the 25th of September.  Motion carried 5-0.

It was moved by and seconded by to approve going into executive session according to Iowa Code #21.5(a) for discussion of student records.  Motion carried 5-0.  The Board took a five minute recess. 
The Board entered into executive session at 8:00 P.M

The Board returned to open session at 9:50 P.M.

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve the open enrollment request from Hannah Thomsen to attend the Logan-Magnolia School for the 2007-08.  Motion failed 2-3 with Sullivan and Lee voting aye and Kerger, Shaw, and Staben voting no.
Information was given to the Thomsen’s to help them pursue a possible appeal to the State.
There being no further business Ryan Sullivan adjourned the meeting at 9:52  P.M.
