Item 1.  Call To Order. The meeting was called to order by President Amy Sherer in the Woodbine School’s Board Room at 7:00 P.M.  Roll was taken with five members present and establishing a quorum.

Item 2 & 3.  Items Added to Agenda:  None
Item 4.  Approval of the Consent Items.  It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Shaw to approve the following items in the consent agenda:

a.    Minutes of the previous meeting, payment of bills, audited by Mike; General

No objections.  Motion carried 5-0.

Item 5.  Open Forum: None
Item 6.  Administrative Reports and Correspondence:  Mr. Vint reported to the Board on the upcoming Board Election process.
Elem. Principal Kathy Waite presented a list of potential SIAC committee members for the 2009-2010 school year and reported that the east kindergarten room’s windows have been replaced.  Ms. Waite also told the Board that the 2009-2010 Staff Development would be focused on Iowa CORE Curriculum.  In lieu of Principal Shank’s absence Ms. Waite reported on the success of the High School’s baseball and softball season.  She also informed the Board of the recently passed Healthy Kids Act that will require students, 6th-12th grades, to get 120 minutes of physical exercise within a five day week.

Supt. Tom Vint reported on the monthly financials.  He reviewed with the Board on the estimated savings for the 2009-10 school year and recommended to the Board to continue to look at a staff size that equates to the student population.  Mr. Vint also reported to the Board on the Stimulus Funding and our Safety Group Insurance.  The insurance was bid out to two companies and EMC was awarded the District’s policy for the 2009-2010 school year.  A discussion was held by the Board on the New Model Curriculum. 
Item 7.  Old Business –At the May meeting the Board tabled action on the 2009-10 Student Handbooks.  
It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve the student handbooks for the 2009-10 school year.  Discussion was held.   Motion passed 5-0.
Item 8.  Discussion Items:  The Board discussed the possible disposal of old bricks and fencing.  The original plan was to build an archway using the bricks and the Normal Building header if funds were available to do so.  The Board noted that the District does not have funding for the project and decided to dispose of the bricks by public auction.  The Normal Building header will be stored off site.  This will be done for the safety of the student body and the protection of the header.  The sale will be advertised to give the public ample notification.

b).  It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Shaw to approve the Amy Sherer, as Board President, and Connie Waite, as Board Secretary, as designated signatures for all General Fund accounts. Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.

c).  It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Nelson to approve Connie Waite and Marlee Jensen as designated signatures for the Hot Lunch and Activity Accounts..  Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0..

d).  It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve Farmer’s Trust and Saving Bank as depository for the 2009-10 school year for up to $2,000,000.   Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.

e).  It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Nelson  to approve Activity Pass prices for the 2009-10 school year.  The student pass will increase by $5.00 making it $30.00 per student and the adult and family passes will remain the same as last year. 
Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.

f).  It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Nelson to approve the second reading of the Wellness Policy.  After a brief discussion the item was tabled.  The Board would like to see the final draft before they approve the policy.  It will be brought to the August meeting.  No action was taken.
g.)  It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Nelson to approve the first reading of  Board Policies 500-504. Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.
h). It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve a contract with IWCC for the BLAST Program students.  Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.
i).  It was moved by Staben and seconded by Shaw to appoint Joanna Shaw to attend the District 4 Convention to elect the Director for the re-organized AEA Board.   Motion carried 5-0.

j).  It was moved by Staben and seconded by Shaw to approve the bread quotes for the 2009-10 school year.  Quotes were obtained from Wonder and Sara Lee with Wonder being awarded the bid for the 2009-10 school year.  The quote was as follows:
