COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD MEETING

                         March 17, 2008 – 7:00 P.M.

The regular meeting of the Woodbine Community School Board was March 17th, 2008 at 7:00 P.M. in the Board Room. The meeting was called to order by Vice President Lynnette Lee.  Board Secretary Waite took roll with Amy Sherer, Lynnette Lee, and Joanna Shaw answering and establishing a quorum of the Board.   Others present were Supt. Terry Hazard, Principals Rick Shanks and Kathy Waite, representatives from the community, students, and faculty members.

Ryan Sullivan and Mike Staben entered the meeting at 7:02 P.M.

CONSENT AGENDA:

After some discussion item 9 (e) was pulled out of the consent agenda for further discussion.  It was moved by Sherer and seconded by Shaw to approve the consent agenda without item 9 (e) including:


a.   Past board minutes, all financial reports, and payment of bills audited by Amy Sherer:

General Fund – $40,501.62, Activity – $9,367.85, Hot Lunch –$7,612.28.

b. Open enrollment request from Melissa and Vincent Pauley from Woodbine CSD to Mo. Valley CDS for the 2008-09 school year

c. Open enrollment request from Hanna Thomsen from Woodbine CSD to Logan-Magnolia CSD for the 2008-09 school year.

d. Resignation from Maria Jose Miranda as the Spanish teacher for the 2008-09 school year.

f. Resignation from Bracinda Blum as cheerleader coach for the 2008-09 school year.

Motion carried 4-1 with Sherer, Shaw, Sullivan, and Lee voting aye and Staben voting no.

President Sullivan took over the meeting at 7:07 P.M.

REPORTS:

Dr. Hazard reported on the monthly correspondence including the monthly sex offender list from the Harrison Co. Sheriff and a letter from Margaret Buckton, IASB, on clarification of the SILO Repeal bill.

Principal Rick Shanks reported on the recent concert, Second Chance Reading improvements, along with the Honor Roll party.  Mr. Shanks also reported that Cade Sprecker has been accepted into the Capital Project, and Teresa Smith and JoEtt Cogdill will hold a Job Olympics.

Principal Kathy Waite reported on several events that have taken place including the Read & Feed Day, 4-6 Operetta, Don Groff’s Computer Club’s success at the Indianola Science competition.  Upcoming events including; Kindergarten Round Up, Child Fair, and Jump Rope for Heart.  Several grants have been applied for. 

Dr. Hazard reported on finances for the past month.
DISCUSSION ITEMS:

Sarah Cox and the science curriculum committee presented the new science curriculum being requested for the 2008-09 school year for grades K-12.

The Board discussed the previously presented technology proposal presented by Marshall Scichilone and Warren Kuhl.  President Sullivan informed the committee that approximately $50,000 had been set up in the 2008-09 school year budget to be used for curriculum and technology expenses.  The Board may be looking at a community drive to help with needed funds for updating programs.

The Board held a discussion on the sharing a Superintendent.

ACTION ITEMS:

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Lee to approve the early retirement request from James Boeck for the 2008-09 school year.   Motion carried 5-0.

After a lengthy discussion it was moved by Staben and seconded by Shaw to approve the early retirement request from Diane Kalskett for the 2008-09 school year.  Motion failed with an 2-3 vote, with Shaw and Lee voting yes and Sullivan, Staben, and Sherer voting nay.

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve the publication of the 2008-09 budget for 
March 26, 2008.  Motion carried 5-0.

After further discussion on consent agenda Item 9 (e) it was moved by Shaw and seconded by Lee to approve a contract with Life Touch Photography for school pictures for the 2008-09 school year.  Motion carried 3-2 with Sullivan, Lee, and Staben voting yes, and Sherer and Shaw voting nay.

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Sherer to approve entering into executive session according to Iowa Code #20.17 (g), negotiation strategies.  Motion carried 5-0

After a short recess the Board went into executive session at 9:15 P.M.

The Board returned back to open session at 10:00 P.M. 

There being no further business Ryan Sullivan adjourned the meeting at 10:05 P.M.
