SPECIAL JOINT MEETING OF THE WOODBINE COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD

AND THE BOYER VALLEY COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD

The Woodbine Community School Board met in a special session with the Boyer Valley Community School Board on March 18, 2008 at 7:05 P.M in the Boyer Valley School.
The meeting was called to order by President Ryan Sullivan at 7:05 P.M.  Roll was taken by Secretary Connie Waite with Ryan Sullivan, Amy Sherer, Lynnette Lee, Mike Staben, and Joanna Shaw present and establishing a quorum of the Board.  Others present were Superintendent Terry Hazard, and Bd. Secretary Connie Waite.  Boyer Valley School Board members present were, Paul Klein, Steve Puck, Ken Dunham, Pat Putman, and Randy Mitchell, along with Supt. Deb Johnsen and Secretary Sharon Lee.  Board member Dana Sturgill and Doug Head were absent.  Others present were students, faculty, administration, community members, and a representative from the Woodbine Twiner.  A list may be viewed at the District Office.
It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Lee to approve the agenda as stated.  Motion carried 5-0.

Boyer Valley Community School Board opened their meeting in due form.

Bud Dunham opened the meeting by reviewing the discussions on sharing a Superintendent between the Woodbine and Boyer Valley School Districts.  Mr. Dunham introduced Mr. Bob Broomfield, a former Superintendent, to help facilitate the meeting.  Mr. Broomfield then took the floor and guided the boards on an outline of discussion topics.  These included the timeline in hiring a superintendent, if a search team would be hired, involvement of community and/or staff, the preferred traits and requirements of a superintendent, salary packages, and the responsibilities of a new superintendent.
After a lengthy discussion of the fore mentioned items the Boards agreed to advertise as soon as possible in at least four newspapers, websites, and the State websites.  Other items agreed on were the setting of committees, building tours, and a timeline for the hiring process.

After a discussion of the pro’s and con’s of hiring someone to assist in the process of hiring a superintendent, it was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve sharing a superintendent between the Woodbine and Boyer Valley Community School Districts for the 2008-09 school year, with Bob Broomfield being hired to assist in the process at a total cost of $5,000, ($2,500 per District).  Motion carried 5-0

The Boyer Valley Board adjourned and left the building.  The Woodbine Board continued to work on potential committees.
There being no further business President Sullivan adjourned the meeting at 10:00 P.M.
