March 9, 2010

SPECIAL JOINT MEETING OF THE WOODBINE COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD

AND THE WOODBINE CITY COUNCIL

The Woodbine Community School Board met in a special session with the Woodbine City Council on March 9, 2010 at 6:00 P.M at the Rose Court Conference Room.

The Woodbine City Council opened their meeting.  Members present were Mayor, Bill Hutcheson, Jim Andersen, Noel Sherer, Brenda Loftus, and Bob Stephany.  Bob Sullivan, Clerk and Lois Surber, Deputy Clerk, were also present.   Guests were Lois Andersen, Zell Millard, and Rick Gau. 

The meeting was called to order by Vice-President Amy Sherer at 6:06 P.M.  Roll was taken by Secretary Connie Waite with Amy Sherer, Todd Heistand, and Amber Nelson present and establishing a quorum of the Board.  Joanna Shaw and Mike Staben were absent.  Also present was Superintendent Tom Vint.    It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Nelson to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 3-0.   

Mayor Hutcheson opened the meeting by thanking the School Board for coming to the joint meeting.     The floor was then opened for discussion.  The first topic discussed was designating a site for community emergencies.  This site would need to be large enough to house citizens during power failures or other emergencies.  Generators would need to be purchased.  All agreed that Woodbine needed an emergency plan and further study will be done to determine the best site that would be the most cost effective.
Todd Heistand gave a brief presentation on the City’s 6th Street Design.  The presentation was centered on 6th Street from Walker to the Park Circle and how the design would affect the school property north of the building.
Superintendent Vint opened discussion on the shared use of the athletic fields in the park area.  Upcoming expenses were addressed, such as repairs or replacement of the football lighting, bleacher repairs, and the possibilty of planting more trees.  Different agencies will be looked at for obtaining trees.  

A brief discussion of student safety coming and going from school was held.  The city will repaint the crosswalks and look into the possibility of putting permanent STOP signs at intersections near the school.

Mr. Vint informed the Council that the Woodbine Alternative High School will closing June 30 of this year and that the school would not be renting the facility on Walker Street after that date.  An alternative school will be housed on the Woodbine campus for Woodbine students.  This change is due to the needed budget cuts for the District.  Mr. Vint reminded everyone that school’s facilities are there for the community.  The District welcomes the community’s use.  The Council in turn asked if the school would like use the Public Library as another resource for the students.  All agreed that by the City of Woodbine and the Woodbine School District working together benefits everyone and will only improve the community.
The Amy Sherer declared the meeting closed at 7:32 P.M.
