COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD MEETING

The regular meeting of the Woodbine Community School Board was November 8th, 2007 at 7:00 P.M. in the Board Room. The meeting was called to order by President Ryan Sullivan.  Board Secretary Waite took roll with Mike Staben, Amy Sherer, Ryan Sullivan, Joanna Shaw, and Lynnette Lee answering and establishing a quorum of the Board.   Others present were Supt. Terry Hazard, Principals Rick Shanks and Kathy Waite, representative of the Woodbine Twiner, community and faculty members.

CONSENT AGENDA:

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Sherer to approve the consent agenda as stated:

a. Past board minutes, all financial reports, and payment of bills audited by Mike Staben; General Fund – $124131.98, Debt Service - $73662.50, Activity – $7,340.22, Hot Lunch –$13,796.58.

b. A Special Education contract with Boyer Valley Community School for the 2007-08 school year.

c. Three Special Education contracts with the Logan-Magnolia School for the 2007-08 school year.

Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS:

Dr. Hazard reported on the monthly correspondence including letters from Harrison County Sheriff Department with the monthly sex offender listings, a letter from Bro Business concerning the Savin Copier, a letter from the Woodbine United Methodist Church concerning Wednesday’s schedules, a letter from IASB’s IJUMP program announcing that the program is being dropped, and a “Thank You” from the Harrison County Child Passenger Safety Program for the use of our facilities.

Principal Kathy Waite reported on a 96 % parent participation at the parent/teacher’s conferences and a request from Buena Vista College to host a student teacher .  Ms. Waite also reported on  the success of this year’s book fair, Red Ribbon Week, and upcoming events for American Education Week.

Principal Rick Shanks reported on the positive improvement on the 1st quarter D & F lists and working toward obtaining an increase in parent participation at parent/teacher conferences at the high school level.  Mr. Shanks also reported on the upcoming Veteran’s Day Program.
Dr. Hazard reported on finances and then updated the Board on the State’s Sharing Program.
DISCUSSION ITEMS:
Discussion was held on the upcoming decision of whether to play eight or eleven man football for the next two seasons.  President Sullivan opened the floor for any discussion, questions, or concerns.  There were none.
ACTION ITEMS:
