Junior High Reading Lab—The goal of this course is to assist secondary students with improving their reading skills. This course is based on a researched, set structure of strategies and practices designed for helping students to be more successful in their content-area classes.  The class focuses on comprehension skills, vocabulary development, and fluency in both fiction and nonfiction materials.  Second Chance Reading incorporates several strands:

1. Extensive independent reading at students’ recreational level

2. Vocabulary development at both age-appropriate and recreational reading levels

3. Comprehension instruction for both lower- and higher-order comprehension tasks in fiction and nonfiction materials

4. Fluency instruction and monitoring

5. Writing as an assist to comprehension.

English 7—This course will require students to practice reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills.  Students will use both fiction and nonfiction materials to strengthen reading comprehension strategies such as determining main ideas, making predictions and inferences, determining author’s purpose, using context clues, setting a purpose for reading, and summarizing.  Students will write original compositions, both fiction and nonfiction.  Students will review and practice grammar skills.  Weekly spelling lessons and tests will be used along with words from the literary selections to increase students’ vocabulary and related skills. Independent reading will be emphasized to improve students’ fluency and comprehension skills.

English 8—This course will utilize a variety of fiction and nonfiction literary works to continue to strengthen student literacy skills of reading, writing, speaking, and listening.  Students will study grammatical structures and vocabulary and spelling rules and strategies.  Vocabulary will be studied in conjunction with literary selections and weekly spelling units and tests.  Students will use both assigned works and independent reading selections to work on strengthening their reading comprehension skills such as determining main ideas and author’s purpose, setting a purpose for reading, summarizing, and making predictions and inferences.  Opportunities will be provided to practice speaking, listening, and writing.  Students will write both fiction and nonfiction pieces.

English 12—A World Literature textbook and accompanying materials will be the basis of literacy skills for this course.  Fiction and nonfiction selections from ancient times to modern times will be studied.  Reading comprehension and fluency will be emphasized, along with vocabulary.  Students will also be completing independent reading units, grammar units, and writing units.
