Course Description:


Part A:  Concert Band – Includes all members and meets daily for approximately 47 minutes.  Performances include the Holiday concert, a “Pops” concert, a Spring concert, the State Large Group Contest and Graduation.  Members are encouraged to participate in the State Solo/Small Ensemble Contest and audition for All-State, the Southwest Iowa Honor Band, and the Boyer Valley Conference Honor Band.

Part B:  Marching Band – Required of all members and meets daily for approximately the first 9 weeks of school.  Some early morning rehearsals may be called – if so, these are required.  Performances include all home football games, Homecoming parade and any other marching performances as deemed fit by the director.


Part C:  Pep Band – Required of all members and is rehearsed during marching and concert band time.  Performances include all home basketball games and all pep assemblies.

Students will attend 15 minute weekly individual band lessons.  Students will attend daily full band rehearsal to apply and reinforce their music and technical skills.
Course Grading:

Students will receive letter grades earned on the basis of lesson performance, performance attendance, class participation, quarterly written exams, and second and third quarter playing exams.

*All students have the opportunity to “letter” in band provided the point total requirements are met.
