COURSE LENGTH: 1 Term

PREREQUISITE: English 9 & can be taking English 10

GRADE LEVEL: 10, 11, or 12…. Required to graduate

CLASS CAPACITY: 12-16 students

GENERAL DESCRIPTION: Speech emphasizes communication skills on a personal and public basis.  Students will work to improve their speaking and listening skills while they study the communication process as it is used in one on one conversation, group discussions, public presentations, and job/school interviews. 

MODE OF PRESENTATION: Methods used in this course include textbook, videos, audio recording, lectures, discussions (both class and small group), role-playing, speeches, and verbal and written evaluations.

GRADING PROCEDURE: Grades will be based on daily work assignments-30%, participation-20%, tests and major presentations-40%, and final speech-10%.

STUDENT SKILLS/KNOWLEDGE TO BE GAINED: 

· To demonstrate self-management skills such as meeting class commitments on time, reading materials, respecting others through actions and words.

· To demonstrate effective participation in group discussion/task situations.

· To produce competent individual presentations for an audience, which include the following skills:  

· Generating topics which are engaging

· Establishing and maintaining a clear purpose

· Creating introductions which catch the audience’s attention

· Producing body which clearly presents main points

· Creating conclusions with appropriate speeches

· Using speech which has clear and appropriate volume

· Demonstrating vocal variety

· Demonstrating appropriate posture and gestures

· Producing facial expressions which enhance the presentation

· Demonstrating eye contact which is sustained with the audience

· Showing poise and confidence when speaking

· Generating effective evaluations
