DESCRIPTION AND APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

The John Culver Scholarship fund was created by the Iowa Democratic Party as a testimonial to U.S. Senator John Culver’s 16 years of distinguished public service to the people of Iowa and the nation.

ELIGIBILTY

The scholarship shall be awarded to a resident of Iowa who attends or plans to attend any public or private, two or four year institution of higher learning in the state of Iowa during the following academic year.

Preference shall be shown to individuals who have demonstrated an interest in politics and government, and who demonstrate financial need and academic excellence or the potential for academic excellence.

APPLICATION

To apply for the award complete the attached application in accordance with the Application Procedures set forth below.  All applications will be considered.  You do not need to be nominated to apply.

SELECTION OF AWARD RECIPIENT

The award recipients will be selected by the trustees of the John Culver Scholarship Fund.  A $2,500 scholarship will be awarded to the first place applicant and a $1,500 scholarship will be awarded to the second place applicant.  The scholarships are awarded for one year only and are not renewable.
