Course Description:
English Composition 105 focuses on the rhetorical modes and the written expression of ideas.  Students learn strategies to generate ideas, to revise for focus and organization, and to edit for sentence structure, diction, and grammatical correctness.  Paragraphs and essays involve literary analysis, informal personal writing, and formal expository writing.
