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First… look at your student’s growth in each academic area compared to the previous testing session. Do you see evidence of growth? 

Next…look at your student’s RIT score (in boldface type-Student Score Range) and compare it with the District Average.

Review…the Student %ile Range. This number indicates the percentage of students that had a test score equal to or less than your student. (The higher the percentile, the better test result achieved.)
Most importantly…to assist in pinpointing academic strengths and weaknesses, look at the bottom area of each test subject on the Student Progress Report. You will find your student’s Goals Performance for Fall 2008 segmented into components with attached descriptors:

Low (<21 percentile), LoAvg (<21-40 percentile), Avg (41-60 percentile), 

HiAvg (61-80 percentile), and High (>80 percentile)

Using these descriptors is a great way to get a quick picture of your student’s strengths and weaknesses in that particular subject area. *See Explanatory Notes on Student Progress Report for more complete descriptions.



F.Y.I. for parents & teachers: 

Basic information regarding NWEA Tests and Scores

· NWEA builds a unique computerized test for each student. The computer displays one question at a time on the screen. Students select an answer using the mouse or the keyboard. The difficulty of the test will adjust based on how the student performs on the questions. 

· Students are not expected to know the answer to every question. 

· Students cannot skip items, and they cannot go back. 

· Students may change an answer as many times as they like, but once they have clicked the Go On button or pressed the Enter key on the keyboard, the answer cannot be changed. 

· The tests are not timed. 

· Woodbine students will take the tests again in Spring ‘09.

How do teachers use the test scores?

The student progress reports keep track of growth in basic skills. The tests let teachers and parents know where a student’s strengths are and if help is needed in specific areas. Teachers also use this information to help guide instruction in the classroom.
