SPECIAL JOINT MEETING OF THE WOODBINE COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD

AND THE BOYER VALLEY COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD
The Woodbine Community School Board met in a special work session with the Boyer Valley Community School Board on September 27, 2007 at the Shadow Valley Golf Course in Woodbine.

The meeting was called to order by President Ryan Sullivan at 7:08 P.M.  Roll was taken by Secretary Connie Waite with Ryan Sullivan, Amy Sherer, Lynnette Lee, Mike Staben, and Joanna Shaw present and establishing a quorum of the Board.  Others present were Superintendent Terry Hazard, Bd. Secretary Connie Waite and Principal Kathy Waite.  Boyer Valley School Board members present were, Paul Klein, Steve Puck, Ken t. Dunham, Pay Putman, Dana Sturgill, and Randy Mitchell, along with Supt. Deb Johnsen and Secretary Sharon Lee.  Others present were Jodi Ahrenholtz, Lisa Hackman, Stacey Hesman, Lynne Glackin, Shawna Harris, Tyler Knott, Marshall Scichilone, Jim Mullenix, Warren Kuhl, Susie Schultz, and Greg Schultz.
It was moved by Lee and seconded by Staben to approve the agenda as stated.  Motion carried 5-0.

Boyer Valley Community School Board opened their meeting in due form.

Supt. Hazard opened the meeting by summarizing Senate File 447 that allows school district to obtain weighted dollars for sharing positions.  These five areas currently include, superintendent, business manager, facility director, transportation director, and human resource director.  In sharing these positions school districts would be getting weighted dollars from the State.  Superintendents, Johnsen and Hazard warned that the law has been passed but the rules and regulations have not are disclosed by the State.  
The floor was opened for discussion between the two boards.  Boyer Valley board members stated that they are looking at sharing the superintendent position in the future and would like to continue discussion between the two Districts’ Boards.  The Boards looked at how the duties of the Superintendent would be split between the two Districts.  Discussion on other positions took place but at this time the Boyer Valley Board is only interested in the Superintendent’s position.  They stated that other positions would be looked at as attrition occurs or as opportunities become available. 

The Boards challenged the two Superintendents to continue working to get the needed information from the State to proceed with future discussions.  It was noted by both boards that they will meet with other districts to discuss sharing.  
Woodbine and Boyer Valley School Boards will meet again before October 15, 2007.

There being no further business President Sullivan adjourned the meeting at 8:40 P.M.
